On MOTION by Ms. Falkowitz, SECONDED by Mr. Diez WITH ALL IN FAVOR, the  Board

On MOTION by Mr. Diez, SECONDED by Mr. Oneal WITH ALL IN FAVOR, the  Board 

approved the Minutes of the September 13, 2023 CDD Workshop Meeting.

SIXTH ODER OF BUSINESS - Approval of District Disbursements  9 

Gene Field noted that the checks had been reviewed for consistency and the missing 10 

checks appropriately reported as void. 11

On MOTION by Ms. Falkowitz SECONDED by Mr. Oneal WITH ALL IN FAVOR, the Board 13 

approved the Disbursements for the month ending August 31, 2023 in the amount of 14 

$198,684.42.  15

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS - Consultant Reports 17 

18 

♦          Neighborhood Updates   19 

Ms. Wilson reported on the results of the OLM 20 

inspection that occurred earlier in the week and that the 21 

property continues to provide an upscale appearance. She noted 22 

that the Fall annuals had been planted and were comprised of 23 

two types of Marigolds.  She noted that there were few types of 24 

annuals available. 25 

            Additionally, the mums have arrived and been installed. 26 

This year the plans is for all yellow mums, to provide additional 27 

color at the entrances and contrast with the turf. 28 
29 

She noted that the mums’ blooms are barely showing 30 

but should begin to open in a week or so. 31 
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 ♦          Reserve Entry  1 

 Ms. Wilson briefed the meeting on a serious and 2 

difficult to repair irrigation mainline break at the entrance to 3 

the Reserve.  Extra equipment was ordered to effect high 4 

velocity pumping and the was repaired. Water supply was 5 

retuned to the entrance area and the annuals installed. It was 6 

determined that there was damage to the entry fountain pump 7 

and that was replaced. 8 

 9 

♦          Cul de Sac Improvements  10 

  Ms. Wilson reported on the projects to 11 

revitalize the cul de sacs, especially at this time of year with 12 

the approaching holidays as the cul de sacs are right in front 13 

of residents’ homes. 14 

 She reported on the work in Manchester and 15 

Wellington. 16 

 17 

♦          Commercial Area Wall Restorations  18 

Further Ms. Wilson reviewed work on the walls 19 

associated with the commercial facilities at Amberly / BB 20 

Downs. The walls were very unsightly, some landscape 21 

behind the sign hid a “hangout” for some folks, possibly 22 

homeless. She noted that the walls were cleaned, repaired in 23 

places and painted. 24 

 25 

♦          Future Wall Projects  26 

 Ms. Wilson reviewed the next wall projects which 27 

include unsightly walls along Tampa Palms Blvd adjacent to 28 

Asbury and Sterling Manor. 29 

 They will be restored with pressure washing to 30 

repainting as was done with the others. 31 
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♦          City Street Repairs  1 

 Ms. Wilson reported on initial City reluctance to 2 

make repairs to City-owned streets with pavers, stating in 3 

part that they were the responsibility of the TPOA or CDD. 4 

The dedication documents from the 1980’s – which are 5 

public record – indicate that is not a fact. It appears that the 6 

City agrees and the staff was to check with the legal dept 7 

and nothing was heard after they did that. 8 

 9 
♦          Economy & Investments 10 

 Ms. Wilson reviewed the outlook for the FY 2022-11 

23 investments which have been designed by the chairman 12 

and confirmed by the board to reduce the effects of the 13 

hyper inflation on the CDD. She noted that at this time it 14 

appears that the use of the reserves will  be minimal. 15 

 16 
 Ms. Wilson reviewed the FY 2023-24 investments 17 

noting that as in place at this time the earnings equal $125K. 18 

In addition, the interest on the operating account has been 19 

increased to 3.5%.  Directionally it appears that interest 20 

from investments and bank accounts will result in $20K 21 

favorable position and no use of reserve funds in the carry 22 

forward. 23 

 24 
♦          Pond and Rainfall 25 

 Ms. Wilson reviewed the condition of the ponds 26 

many of which are very low due to the lack of rainfall. She 27 

mentioned that while Sept is normal a low rainfall month, 28 

this year the CDD received less than half the normal 29 

amount. Some ponds are higher as they receive water from 30 

springs. 31 

 32 
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♦          Insurance Renewal 1 

 Ms. Wilson reported that it is not just residents who 2 

are afflicted with ever increasing insurance rates. The CDD 3 

insurance was renewed and the property increased 72% (note 4 

there was no increase last fiscal year). She mentioned that 5 

the rates paid by the CDD are similar to those paid by other 6 

communities. 7

 9 

♦          December Meeting 10 

 Ms. Wilson noted that it has been the practice of 11 

the CDD not to meet in December. If a meeting were 12 

required, a simple notice would be published and the 13 

meeting could be held. 14 

 She asked the board if that was their plan for Dec 15 

2023. 16 

 17 

On MOTION by Ms. Falkowitz, SECONDED by Mr. Diaz WITH ALL IN FAVOR, the Board 18 
approved cancellation of the December 2023 meeting. 19 
  20 

♦          Supervisor Resignation 21 

 Ms. Wilson read to the board and attendees a letter she received via email moments 22 

before the meeting began from Supervisor Mike Gibson.   23 

Supervisor Gibson stated that due to “personal family circumstances”. He noted that it was his 24 

privledge to work alongside such a dedicated team and expressed his heartfelt gratitude to 25 

Chairman Gene Field for his experience, wisdom and leadership. 26

with a great deal of regret accepted the resignation of Supervisor A. Michael Gibson. 30
