damage.
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She reported that as the winds died down
Thursday morning. it was found that some roads
were block impassable and some were so debris-
filled they were dangerous.

ABM brought a team in to clear roads with

clean-up to follow after safe passage established.

The parks were evaluated and found mostly
intact with damaged bench swing at Amberly and
with tree and loss and damage in all parks.

Future clean-up and restoration, along with
roof evaluation (small pavilion Hampton) will

follow.

Ms. Wilson reviewed the impact on the
stormwater ponds with serve the public ROWs in
Tampa Palms for the City of Tampa. They performed

well and there was no appreciable street flooding.
